Lane, he has embraced the neighborhood with open arms.  Many know him as the 

4th of July host when he and his brothers entertain the neighborhood with a spec-

tacular fireworks display. 

Dennis has been active in the Morrison Park Neighborhood Association by being 

the Activities Director for the neighborhood.  He has supplied the food/baked goods 

for most of the neighborhood events and quickly responded to the need for snow, 

flying home from Missouri after the birth of his first grandchild in December 2009, 

to ensure the snow and the party went on despite all the rain that fell.  

Dennis is an influential member of the Traffic Committee, which successfully dealt 

with parking problems (caused by non-residents) within the neighborhood and on Memory Lane.  He has also been 

active with the annual Concert in the Park, the Summer Event with Case de Santiago and in 2010 was also partly 

responsible for the very first multi-neighborhood Easter Egg Hunt that was held in Eldridge Park and coordinated 

with West Floral Park and the Motherôs of Floral Park.

History Corner  

Did you know that Morrison Park is named after Judge Morrison (pictured to the left), it 

is approximately 5 acres and opened in 1971? Or that the farm house on Flower Street is 

officially named the Smiley House?  Or that Santa Ana was founded by William 

Spurgeon, a native of Kentucky, who paid $594 for 74.25 acres of land, sharing the costs 

with business partner Major Ward Bradford.  The original boundaries were 1st Street to 

the south, 7th Street to the North, West Street (now Broadway) to the west, and Spurgeon 

Street to the East.  Spurgeon named our city after the Spanish land grant name for the 

area, Rancho Santiago de Santa Ana.  With so many interesting facts and so many untold 

stories we are trying to create our own history book; the story of Morrison Park, told by its residents for its residents.

Spurgeon United Methodist Church is Moving 
The Spurgeon UMC congregation is moving to the Grand Avenue MC, effective October 1, 2011. They will be com-

bining with the other three English speaking Methodist congregations in Santa Ana. The existing facilities, espe-

cially the Fellowship Hall, will still be available for use by existing users, provided they have a representative with a 

key to the premises. This will continue until the property is sold, subject to existing rules and guidelines. The 

Spurgeon Nursery school will remain in operation at least through June 2012.  

This is still private church property, INCLUDING the parking lot. The present parking rules will remain in effect 

and violators are still subject to being towed.

Memory Lane Improvement Project 

Morrison Park Traffic Committee has been requesting improvements to Memory Lane for the past few years.  The 

month of June saw some of these improvements completed.  Memory Lane was repaved and restriped to one lane in 

each direction and bike lanes were added.  The bike lanes seem to be an immediate hit with bicyclists.  Pedestrians 

also have an easier time now without having to dodge bicyclists on the sidewalk.  A few drivers continue to drive 

as if there were two lanes in each direction, using the bike lane, this is against the law (vehicle code 21209) 

and you could receive a fine and ticket.  We expect to see a few more trees installed on Memory Lane in the next 

month or two.  We are also waiting to see if we get a grant for landscaping for Memory Lane which would include 

additional ñbump outsò like the ones in front of the church. 

When Memory Lane was first built with 4 lanes this area was very different. At that time there was a 5 fwy off 

ramp at the North end of Flower St., Farmers Insurance occupied the site where The Retreat is now, and the City 

was considering extending Memory Lane over the 5 fwy to connect with East Memory Lane.  There was a higher 

traffic volume at that time and traffic was expected to continue to grow.   However, none of those conditions exist 

anymore and a recent survey of Memory Lane showed that 5,000 to 6,000 cars per day use it.  Requirements for a 4 

lane highway require that 22,000 cars per day use it.
