HUGE SUCCESS OF MPNA TOPPER SIGN CAMPAIGN 

SHOWS EXTENSIVE PRIDE IN OUR NEIGHBORHOOD!  
 

The overwhelming response to our Topper Sign campaign has been unbelievably gratifying to 

your MPNA Board.  How can we ever thank everybody enough for being so generous even in 

these tough economic times?  Our own ñMarch Madnessò couldnôt have gone any better! 
 

As you will see on page 3, we far surpassed our original goal of $4,500! As the campaign 

began, we received a totally unexpected Challenge Match Gift of $2,000 from the Gay 

Neighbors, Families and Friends organization of Santa Ana.  Following that, more than 50 of 

our neighborhood families and organizations rallied to the cause contributing a total of 

$3,655!  On top of that, an estimated 120 families vastly increased the amount of bottles and 

cans to be recycled to provide another $483!  Thus the grand total for the campaign reached 

an impressive $6,l38. 
 

To be sure, it is a good thing that the campaign was so successful as many factors have come 

into play that increased the cost of this project from what was originally projected. Due to 

limited space, I cannot go into all the details here but we will at our May General Meeting.  

Nevertheless, we feel we will have sufficient funds to cover all the necessary costs to make 

everyone proud of our neighborhood.  If any money is left over, it will be placed in a special 

Neighborhood Improvement Account for future enhancements to our neighborhood.  Should 

that happen, please know that everyone in the neighborhood will have an opportunity to 

make a suggestion as to the next project we might want to  undertake. 
 

What has been most exciting to me about this campaign is that we had donations come in 

from  all parts of our neighborhood and in a great range of amounts. Youôll remember we 

dubbed the campaign ñEverybody Helps!  Everybody Wins!ò and that certainly is what hap-

pened. 
 

Please accept our most heartfelt thanks to all you wonderful neighbors who helped in so many 
ways.
