MORRISON PARK EXPANSION & SANTA ANA COMMUNITY CENTER  

PROPOSED FOR SPURGEON UNITED METHODIST CHURCH PROPERTY! 
 

  As of October 1, Spurgeon United Methodist Church, an important pillar of our 
neighborhood for over 50 years, ceased to exist due to a merger of all Methodist Churches 
in Santa Ana.  This 3 ¼ Acre property that sits almost in the geographical center of our 
beautiful neighborhood is up for sale!  Everybody is rightfully concerned about ñWhat 
comes next & how will it affect the excellent quality of life we all enjoy & value?ò 

  While our greatest hope would be that this property could be sold to another religious 
group, the probability of that happening in the current economy is fairly remote.  So out of 
that concern, your MPNA board is actively pursuing what we believe is a truly once-in-a-
lifetime golden opportunity for our neighborhood. 

  It is a matter of record that Santa Ana has the least green space per capita of any large city 
in Orange County.  Also the portion of Santa Ana bounded by the 22 Fwy to the north, 
the Santa Ana River to the west, 17th St. to the south & the 5 Fwy to the East is one of the 
few areas of Santa Ana where there is no Multi-Neighborhood-Community Center. 

  Thus your MPNA Board is in the process of organizing a broad based effort that will ide-
ally be supported by nearby Neighborhood Associations, Condominium Associations, 
Apartment Owners, Residents as well as Area Businesses to obtain grants for the City to 
purchase this property for additional park, sports, family and community center activities.  
We believe that over time this space could become the ñCrown Jewelò of our neighbor-
hood and while this may be a ñtall wall to climbò given the current economic situation it is 
certainly worth making a strong effort for. 

  So far we have written letters to numerous public officials and we are receiving consider-
able interest from several.  In the best of cases this will require a great deal of work on eve-
rybodyôs part as well as neighborhood support.  We welcome input from all our residents 
and the November General Meeting would be an excellent venue to make your wishes 
known.  While this effort is being supported by members of your MPNA board, the ad hoc 
committee spearheading this effort are: Debbie Muise as Chairperson, Dave Hoen, Ivan 
Ashbaugh, Chris Dorsa-Smith & myself.  We are all long time residents and are committed 
to seeing this effort through to completion if at all possible.  Stay tunedé

Get those Suckers (Tree Type) 

Do to the shortage of maintenance funds, the city will no longer be trimming the suckers from the trees in the park-

ways (the area between the sidewalk and the curb).  Just as it has been your responsibility to maintain the lawn in 

the parkways, the city has added an additional responsibility for trimming the suckers from the trees.  While most of 

us think of suckers as things growing up from the roots, the city also includes the low branches that interfere with 

walking and driving under the trees.  The tree branches should be trimmed to 8 feet above the sidewalk (This in-

cludes foliage hanging over your fence or wall) and 14 feet above the street.  Simple garden tools such as hand 

pruners and loppers should be sufficient if suckers are cut young.  Do not cut into the roots or bark of the city trees.  

The city will continue itôs 4.2 year tree trimming cycle for itôs 50,000 trees throughout the city.
