CHRISTMAS LIGHTS 
Itôs February again and your Christmas lights are 

now an eyesore! 
Just some information that we thought weôd share with you. 
Did you know that the city of Santa Ana has passed an        
ordinance, SAMC 8-667 regarding the removal of holiday 
(Christmas) decorations from homes? All residents in the City 
of Santa Ana must remove their Christmas decoration (lights) 
within thirty (30) days after the first of the year. Code         
Enforcement is the enforcing agency and has been giving out 
warnings to residents that have not complied with the         
ordinance. If a resident does not address the issue, a citation is 
given. 
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With the poor economic times and the Holiday season, there has been a sharp increase in   

criminal activity in our neighborhoods.  These include theft from vehicles parked in driveways 

or on the street, residential burglaries, stabbing in the Spurgeon Church parking lot, drug   

dealings, prostitution and graffiti.  These crimes are occurring all around us, not just in the 

Morrison Park Neighborhood. Many of the MPN crimes are published on the SAPD Daily 

Crime Report that is put out on the MPNA Email Network.  Others are reported verbally.  ALL 

observed criminal activity should be reported to the SAPD, either to 911 or the Dispatcher at 

714-834-4211.  ALL reported incident are logged and reviewed by the area commanders, even 

though a patrolman might not respond.  You can ask the dispatcher for a report number.  You 

can also file an electronic report via your computer.  Ask Ivan (7174-558-2708 or                   

civanash@aol.com) for details.  REMINDER:  Lock your vehicles and donôt leave valuables in 

site in your vehicle, or in open pickup truck beds!  Lock your vehicle doors even while pumping 

gas!  It is also VERY important for neighbors to look out for each other.  Several crimes have 

been averted or minimized by the actions of alert neighbors.
