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ARRESTED

SANTA ANA i An 18yearold man has been arrested in connection with the stabbing and shooting
death of his girlfriend's mother, who was found inside her home in the Morrison Park neighborhood
last year. Her 1§earold daughter was also arrested on suspicion of conspiracy to commit murder,
police said.

Darlene Saddler, 49, of Santa Ana was discovered by her son on Sept. 1-§eldenl8 daughter
was found unharmed inside the home, police said.

For seven months, detectives interviewed numerous people, served several search warrants and had
forensic evidence analyzed to solve the mystery of Saddler's killing. On Thursday, Brian Paul

Landry, 18, of Cypress was arrested on suspicion of murder. Saddigead@dd daughter, who is

not being identified because she is a minor, was arrested in Cypress on suspicion of conspiring to kill
her mother, said Santa Ana police Cmdr. Tammy Franks.

Landry is being held at Santa Ana City Jail and is ineligible for bail. Saddler's daughter was booked
into Orange County Juvenile Hall.

Franks declined to divulge details of the slaying or the possible motive pending the ongoing investi-
gation. She said the weapons used to kill Saddler were recovered.

Saddler was discovered stabbed and shot in the head inside her white picket fence home in the 2700
block of N. Lowell Lane near Memory Lane. An autopsy revealed Saddler died from trauma to the
upper body.

Saddler was married, but her husband was not staying in the home. She lived in the home with her 16
- and 5yearold daughters. Her oldest son, who discovered her body, did not live in the home.
