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The City has established regulations regarding control of weeds in your yard and the trimming of 

trees that overhang public sidewalks and streets.  These are covered in Ordnance III, sec. 16-46. This 

article shall be known and may be cited as the "Garbage, Rubbish and Weed Control Ordinance" of 

the city.  

Sec. 16-47. Definitions.  

Noxious growth. Weeds, vines or brush which bear seeds of a wingy or downy nature (sounds like 

dandelions), or which attain a high growth as to become a fire menace when dry, or which contain 

poisonous oils that become dangerous to the life and health of the community.  

Sec. 16-48. Noxious growths, rubbish, garbage prohibited; prima facie evidence.  

No person owning, managing or having control or charge or occupancy of any lot or private        

premises, shall:  

(3) Suffer or permit any weeds, grass, rank growth or brush to grow or exist in excess of six inches 

(6") above the grade in the area of growth;  

Sec.33-189. Trees and shrubs that overhang a public street or sidewalk, must be kept trimmed so 

that the branches  are no lower that 14 feet from the street surface.  Trees and shrubs must be kept 

trimmed so that they hang no lower than eight (8) feet above a public side walk. 

Trees and shrubs on your side of the sidewalk are your responsibility.  Trees between the sidewalk 

and the curb is the Cityôs responsibility. 

Persons violating these rules may be cited by the City and ordered to take corrective measures.  If one 

fails to do so, the City may hire it cleaned up, then bill the owner for the cost. 

Letôs all abide by these rules and keep our neighborhood attractive.
