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GREETINGS FROM COMMUNITY PRESERVATION INSPECTOR CECILIA FLORES
Summer is around the corner and I hope I find everyone in good sprits.

While driving the neighborhood it’s obvious that the community from Morrison Park take pride in their
neighborhood. Once in a while I do run into a property that needs a nudge to bring it back to code.

That brings me to the subject of trash cans. I know that many of you are busy and have other things on
your mind. It becomes a route to pull the trash cans out for trash pick-up and haul them back in. But, in
your daily routine I have seen that many of you have started to neglect the importance of bringing the
trash containers in on time or storing them correctly. During last month several notices were issued re-
garding trash cans.

Therefore, as a reminder, the Santa Ana Municipal code requires that all carts be placed at the curb
no earlier than 4:00 p.m. the day prior to collection and must be removed and stored in a location
out of public view before 12:00 a.m. the day of collection.Containers can not be stored in front of
the house or garage, and if stored on the side they must be in an area not visible from the street. (Please
note that fines ranging from $50 to $500 maybe assessed if carts are not placed out of public view)

Your assistance in this matter would greatly be appreciated.

If you have any questions regarding your trash containers please contact my office. I look forward to
working with all of you in making Santa Ana a better place to live.
